We've learned that physical distance doesn't dampen the
love that disciples feel for each other; in fact, this distance serves to strengthen the love and reinforce the bond
of faith.

As the impact of the pandemic continues to wane, this is the time for the church to shine brightly as we fully
restore the beauty of community in the body of Christ. Our challenge this year is to cultivate this community in
such a manner as to reinvigorate the work of the Kingdom. The opportunity we have to foster true fellowship
and show the world genuine community is unlike any we've seen in the recent past.

The church must lead the way in demonstrating the blessing of healthy relationships at home, in the
neighborhood, at the workplace, and in the church. As we reflect the sense of community God has instilled in
us, | am convinced we’ll be attractive to a world that feels desperate for connection. Unfortunately, so many in
the world fail to understand that the key to connection with each other grows out of a healthy connection with
the Father through Christ.

I'm challenging all of our churches and every Mississippi Baptist to take up the mantle of loving God supremely
and loving your neighbor as yourself in 2022. Even more, I'm praying that every Mississippian who is lost in sin
might see in us this contagious love and be drawn to the Father themselves. May this be the year when the love
of God shines brighter than ever through the Mississippi Baptist Convention.
