May
we never forget that there is no question Christ cannot answer, no problem He cannot solve, and
no brokenness He cannot redeem.

At the Mississippi Baptist Convention Board, we are deeply committed to doing whatever we
need to impact the state with the gospel of Christ. We don't see ourselves as the headquarters
for the work; we see the local church as the headquarters. Our job is to support the work of
headquarters, so we make ourselves fully available for whatever you may need.

As you peruse this resource, you'll find contact information that will put you in touch with
specialists you might need. You'll also find promotion about training opportunities, events, and
focused emphases that might be just what you need to strengthen your ministry. Ultimately, we
hope you find encouragement to stay focused on the Great Commission and the call of God to
shine His light in the darkness of this world.
