The Bible says,
“There is a way that seems right to man, but in
the end it leads to death.” — Proverbs 14:12

The truly bad news is that our sin must be
punished. The Bible says, “the wages of sin is
death.”

- Romans 6:23

That means when we die, we will spend eter-
nity in a place called hell, a place of complete
separation from God. Only an amazing love
can save us.

The Bible also says, “If anyone’s name was not

the lake of fire.” — Revelation 20:15
